Commission Comments

Note: Commissioners Reasner and Huber and Director Trombino Il attended the
meeting by conference call.

Commission Chair Rose noted the Commission held a workshop meeting this morning
and thoroughly reviewed the meeting items.

Last month, Commission Chair Rose said Commissioner Huber invited him to
Davenport to meet the city staff and mayor and they had a nice tour of Davenport.

Staff Comments

Federal Continuing Resolution

Commission Chair Rose said the federal government approved a continuing resolution
and he asked Stuart Anderson, Planning, Programming and Modal Division for more
information. Mr. Anderson said throughout the summer we talked about our monitoring
of the status of the Federal Highway Trust Fund which is the source of funding for both
federal highway revenue and federal transit funding to the states. That fund has had
continuing challenges with solvency because the federal fuel tax has not been
increased in quite some time; because of flat, decreasing travel; and because of
increasing fuel efficiency. It has not been able to sustain even flat funding revenues
from year to year and has required several general fund transfers over time. We
reached a point in the last couple months where we were going to have some significant
impacts. The first impact was going to be August 1 when federal reimbursements to
states and local governments for projects were going to be significantly reduced. That
was an impact we felt we could mitigate as a state and also mitigate for local
governments to get through the rest of this construction season. The more significant
impact would have occurred at the end of September where, absent any Congressional
action, we would not have been able to authorize any new highway projects for federal
funding. That would have cut funding for projects in half for federal fiscal year 2015; a
very significant impact had Congress not acted. Fortunately, Congress did take action
at the end of July and identified $10.8 billion of funding for the Highway Trust Fund.
They did that primarily through three fund actions:

- Pension smoothing where they allowed corporations to reduce their contributions
to pension funds and make up for it in the future; that would increase revenue over

$6 billion over ten years. That was an action where they identified funding increases
over a ten-year period but then counted it all on day one.

- Extended some customs user fees a year. Actually that extension was out in
2024 but again, they counted the revenue today to the Highway Trust Fund.

- Transferred $1 billion from the federal Leaking Underground Storage Tank fund.

That adds up to $10.8 billion and allows the extension of federal funding programs and
Highway Trust Fund solvency through the end of May 2015 so there is funding available
for programs to begin the construction season. Of course, there are challenges with the
May 31 date of becoming insolvent because most of our major lettings will have been
completed at that point and projects just beginning. That is a little bit more concerning
but we will monitor the situation between now and May and hopefully we will see some
action by Congress; ideally a long-term solution to provide multi-year stability to the
Highway Trust Fund.

Mr. Anderson said while that authorizes those programs through the end of May and
provides some stability to the Highway Trust Fund to that point, what has not yet
happened are appropriations that get into the next federal fiscal year beginning

October 1. He said Dan Franklin, Office of Policy and Legislative Services, provided an
update and it appears Congress is likely to do a continuing resolution for federal funding
appropriations that get us into mid-December so we are looking to have that funding
availability after the end of September of this year.

Stu Anderson, Planning, Programming and Modal Division, said last month staff
presented recommendations for three state aviation-related funding programs:

- Airport Improvement Program. This program is funded from the State Aviation
Fund which contains revenue collected from aircraft user fees through fuel tax revenue
and aircraft registration fees. In total, a little over $3 billion is available for safety,
planning, air service, and airport development projects. The airport development
funding is available through an annual application program and the projects that are part
of the recommendation for that component are listed on the attachment to the
commission order. Those development projects at individual airports total
approximately $2.4 million.

- General Aviation Vertical Infrastructure Program receives a $750,000
appropriation from the Rebuild lowa Infrastructure Fund (RIIF) for funding vertical
infrastructure projects at lowa’s General Aviation airports. This is also an annual
application-based program and the recommendations are listed on the attachment to
the Commission order.

- Commercial Service Vertical Infrastructure Program receives a $1.5 million
appropriation from RIIF. That is allocated by formula to lowa’s eight commercial
airports and they identify eligible projects to utilize that funding. Those projects are
listed on the attachment to the commission order.

He requested Commission approval of the FY 2015 State Aviation Program.
Commissioner Putney moved, Commission Boswell seconded the Commission approve

the FY 2015 State Aviation Program as listed in the commission order. Commissioner
Miles absent; remaining Commissioners voted aye.

The city of Washington submitted a RISE Local Development Opportunity application in the
February 2014 round requesting a grant to assist in construction of approximately 700 feet of West
Buchanan Street, 292 feet of Avenue M Court, and turn lanes on lowa 1 on the southwest side of
town.

This project is necessary to provide access to nine lots totaling more than 13.2 acres for industrial
purposes. This project is anticipated to be completed by November 2015.

The evaluation and rating for the project will be discussed.

PROPOSAL/ACTION RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended the Commission, based on the capital investment commitment and potential for future

job creation, award a RISE grant of $581,784 or up to 50 percent of the total RISE-eligible project cost,
whichever is less, from the city share of the RISE Fund.

Craig Markley, Office of Systems Planning, said the city of Washington submitted a
local development RISE funding request to construct approximately 700 feet of West
Buchanan Street, 292 feet of Avenue M Court, and turn lanes on lowa 1 on the
southwest side of town. This project is necessary to provide access to nine lots totaling
more than 13.2 acres for industrial purposes.

Under RISE local development criteria, this project received a rating of 37 points. The
total estimated project cost is $1,163,568. The city of Washington is requesting a RISE
grant of $581,784, and the city will provide a 50 percent local match. He introduced
Brent Hinson, Washington City Administrator.

Mr. Hinson introduced Mayor Sandra Johnson. He said this is a critical project for
Washington’s future development as they don’t currently have any industrial lots
available for sale. This is not just an industrial development project; it will also be a first
phase to connect the whole southwest quadrant of town to lowa 1. He expressed
appreciation for the Commission’s consideration of this application and the help that the
District and Ames DOT staff have given them.

Commissioner Boswell moved, Commissioner Putney seconded the Commission,
based on the capital investment commitment and potential for future job creation, award
a RISE grant of $581,784 or up to 50 percent of the total RISE-eligible project cost,
whichever is less, from the city share of the RISE fund. Commissioner Miles absent;
Commissioner Reasner abstained; Commissioners Boswell, Huber, Putney, Rose and
Yanney voted aye. Motion passed.

Mayor Johnson expressed appreciation to the Commission for helping them realize
something that has been in the city’s comprehensive plan for many years. They have
never had an adequate connection to the highway and it is going to serve their
commerce and residents.
