This is an advanced notification of an upcoming project that will require special pre-qualifications for the
material fabrication. Check plans are expected to change and should not be used for bidding. They are
presented to prepare for pre-qualification needs. An October 21, 2014 letting is anticipated. Check
plans are available to download here

Buchanan County is letting a Bridge Construction Project utilizing Innovative Bridge Research And
Development Funds (Federal Funds) for the construction of a Press Brake Bridge Girder. The fabricators
of the beam must be pre-certified by The American Institute of Steel Construction (AISC) and the lowa
Department of Transportation (DOT). Fabricators must be pre-certified prior to the letting. The
Certification process can be occurring for both locations AISC and the lowa DOT simultaneously.

To become AISC certified, interested fabricators must contact AISC to initiate the approval process.
To become certified with the lowa DOT, interested fabricators must submit a letter of request to Greg
Mulder, Office of Construction and Materials at the lowa DOT. Refer to IM 557.

The following information must be included in the letter:

1. AISC Certification for simple spans (or state that fabricator is in the process of becoming AISC
certified.

2. Quality Control Plan (QC Manual)

3. Quality Control personnel qualifications, certifications, experience, all should be in QC Manual

4. List of supervisors and experience

5. Description of components that will be fabricated.

6. Copy of a welder’s certification and a list of all certified welders. Shop welders are to be certified
by a third party or Independent agency. Certification to AWS D1.5

7. Welding processes to be used

8. Type of welding equipment to be used

9. Sample of (WPS) welding procedures specification to be used

10. Sample of (PQR) procedure qualification report

11. Sample of Mill Test Report (MTR)

12. Fabrication Procedure for previous project

13. Procedure for shipping and handling

14. Sample of procedure for choosing (auditing) Subcontractors

15. Additional information required if Painting is to be performed.
