GENERAL NOTES:

1. This layout represents traffic controls required for workers
and equipment operating within 15 feet of the edge of
the traveled way for up to 1hour. For work lasting more
than 1 hour, refer to Standard Road Plan Tasks
performed on the roadway (e.g. debris removal) shall not
interfere with traffic.

2. The vehicle shall be parked on the shoulder as far from
the open fraffic lane as possible. Whenever appropriate,
entrances and driveways should be used.

3. Vehicle shallbe equipped with a yellow revolving light or
yellow strobe light.
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
