The intent of the program is to maintain the viability of intercity bus service in the state of Iowa. Program guidance and application materials are available for applicants to utilize.
Applications should be submitted to the Office of Public Transit where they will be evaluated. Proposals must be received on or before Oct. 1, of each year. Agreements will be prepared to cover each approved proposal and will be effective Jan. 1 of the proposal’s calendar year. When developing applications, be aware the reimbursement rate for preventative maintenance costs on existing service is 50 cents per revenue mile.
