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Public Transit Infrastructure Grant Fund Program (PTIG) Application Guidance
Transit systems designated under Iowa Code Chapter 324A are eligible to apply for public transit infrastructure projects.  
Public Transit Infrastructure Grant Program: This program includes new construction, reconstruction/major renovation and relocation of facilities. Projects may include, but are not limited to, facilities for the administration of public transit operations, facilities for servicing, maintenance or storage of public transit vehicles, transit vehicle fueling facilities, passenger waiting facilities, and reconstruction/major renovations or relocation of existing administrative or maintenance facilities to correct violations of safety or design standards. Projects may include all associated design, land acquisition, grading and foundation work. State share is up to 80 percent with a maximum of 40 percent of the total state appropriation. Local participation will be considered when prioritizing projects. Both new and rehabilitation projects will be funded each year.    

Application should include the following documents:
1. General information, including the transit system name, contract person, mailing address, E-mail address, telephone number and fax number
2. A project data sheet including:
a) A brief description of the project and its purpose, project justification and anticipated benefits to the transit program
b) Cost information, including total project cost and itemized breakdown of project components (including transit vs. nontransit costs)
c) Proposed implementation schedule
d) A statement of the applicant’s ability to complete the project
e) An engineering or architectural sketch of the project
3.  Documentation of project feasibility and costs
4.  A resolution from the governing body of the transit system endorsing the project and authorizing the necessary local funding match
5.  Proof the project is contained in the local Transportation Improvement Program
6.  Public hearing documentation (affidavit of publication and hearing minutes). (Please see the public hearing requirements on the web site at 
http://www.iowadot.gov/transit/funding/Consolidated%20Funding%20Application%20Guidance.doc.
