Notice is hereby given that a public hearing will be held at River Bend Transit in the Conference Room at 7440 Vine Street Court, Davenport, Iowa, 52806, at 10:00 a.m. on Friday, April 22, 2011. The purpose of this hearing is to discuss an application from River Bend Transit to the Iowa Department of Transportation for financial assistance for fiscal year 2012 as follows:

River Bend Transit will request state transit assistance and federal transit assistance amounting to approximately $268,149 and $233,453 respectively, for support of day-to-day transit operations.   In addition, River Bend Transit will request funding under the Bi-State Regional Commission urban JARC program and New Freedom project, administered by Iowa DOT, for $120,000 to support 50% of the Job Access and Reverse Commute (JARC) project to provide employment and training transportation services for low income individuals, and $75,000 to support 50% of the New Freedom project to expand transportation service beyond the scope of ADA.

River Bend Transit will request the following amounts of federal transit assistance to support capital equipment purchases.  If approved, these funds will be matched with local dollars on an 83% federal / 17% local basis, determined by the specific procurement:
