
NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Ames Transit Agency (CyRide) will hold a public hearing at the Ames Bus Maintenance Facility, 1700 University Blvd., Ames, Iowa on April 29, 2010 at 9:00 a.m. for the purpose of considering operating and capital financial assistance from the Federal Transit Administration and the Iowa Department of Transportation for the following programs: State Transit Assistance (STA), Public State Infrastructure Grant (PTIG), and FTA Sections 5307 (Urbanized Formula), 5309 (Capital Investment Grants), 5310 (Special Needs), 5316 (Job Access Reverse Commute - JARC) and 5317 (New Freedom).
The Ames Transit Agency will request State Transit Assistance (STA) and federal transit assistance (5310) amounting to approximately $551,318 and $183,119 respectively for support of day-to-day transit operations.

The Ames Transit Agency will make a request for Public State Infrastructure Grant (PTIG) funding in the amount of $792,000 to be matched 20% with local funding for storage area air handling replacement, piping ductwork relocation, and sprinkler system upgrade within CyRide’s Maintenance Facility.

The Ames Transit Agency will request Job Access and Reverse Commute (JARC- 5316) or New Freedom (NF - 5317) federal funding as well as state funding for the following expanded operating services:
